“Land supply was raised as an issue by UDIA in 1997. We are pleased that the Government now has both the vision and the mechanism for providing housing and job opportunities for Sydney’s people.”
The UDIA NSW recognises however, that with the release of land comes the need for sufficient complementary infrastructure.  

“We are encouraged that the Growth Centres Commission will address the issues surrounding infrastructure funding and offer a timely and economical delivery of these services”, said Mr Bruce.
The Strategic Plans detail how the new land release areas in Sydney's north-west and south-west will be developed to house up to 450,000 people over the next three decades.  They will grow to accommodate 160,000 homes - 90,000 in the south-west, 60,000 in the north-west and 10,000 in Edmondson Park.
