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NSW State Plan – Delivery is the Key
The Urban Development Institute of Australia (UDIA NSW) has announced its support for the NSW State Plan, released today by Premier Morris Iemma, however believe a change in culture by State agencies and commitment of local government authorities will be the key to its delivery.
“At last a government has sought to set a strategic direction for NSW, identifying key indicators for a healthy, responsible and prosperous community”, said Mr Ross Blancato, UDIA NSW President.

The five key areas are intended to be delivered through the setting of 14 long term social, economic and environmental goals for NSW.  These goals will be backed by 34 priority areas and 60 specific, measurable targets that will be used to judge the Government’s progress.

The key initiative for delivery of the Plan appears to be the performance agreements with departmental CEO’s, intended to drive cultural change where necessary within the department.

Mr Blancato said, “the government seems to recognise that successful implementation and delivery is based on the commitment of front line staff.  

“However, an area of concern to the UDIA NSW is that the commitment of local government and other state agencies to deliver and implement that Plan does not appear to have been forged as strongly as it could.
“For developers, the objective would be to eliminate the conflict that occurs between the state vision, and the procedures, policy and culture of the agencies and local government.

“These often manifest themselves in claims that inadequate resources are provided in support of the State Government’s vision.”
UDIA NSW also seeks the engagement of the Federal government to underpin the successful delivery of the Plan.
